Discuss one of the following:

(a)  ‘Poetry and Empire are uneasy bedfellows.’
(b)  ‘Colonialism entails a conscious act of appropriation and an unconscious act of translation.’

(c) ‘Globalization brought about literary hybridization and the revision of the European literary canon.’
